This legislation permits international adoptees that arrived into the U.S. on an IH-3 visa to gain automatic citizenship in the United States.  Child's name qualifies for automatic citizenship.  USCIS typically mails the child’s Certificate  of  Citizenship  within  approximately 90  days  of arrival to the U.S., however, timeframes can vary.  A copy of the COC will be forwarded upon receipt.
