· These due dates are FIRM. Colombia starts asking where a report is if it is just a couple days late. If you are not going to be able to meet our report due date, please reach out to us and let us know ahead of time so we can let Colombia know it is coming.

· ONE report can be done for sibling groups if EACH child is addressed in each section and in the conclusion of the report. Colombia prefers a single report for sibling groups due to translation time.
· Colombia does not like the word “placement” to be used, please use “adoption”.
· Send draft for review to Colombia team prior to finalizing and signing. Please email to: colombiapar@holtinternational.org.
· Send 1 color scan of the report to Holt after the report has been finalized and signed to colombiapar@holtinternational.org. We will handle notarizing and apostilling the report before it is sent to Colombia. 

· Family is responsible for sending photo templates with 10-15 pictures per child to Holt International by the report due date or using our photo submission form on our website  – reports cannot be submitted to Colombia without photos. Social workers – please remind the family of the importance of these photos at each visit and ask them to submit while you are there if possible. We’ll take them by email as well.
· One month report: This report is for Holt only – no photos or apostille are required.
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
