Report Content Required by the Hong Kong
Please email a signed report on letterhead to Berry Luo

Home Visit: Required for every social worker report at 1, 3, 6, 9 and 12 months plus any additional reports required by the adoptive family’s state. Both parents must be present, including resident siblings if possible.
Siblings: One separate report and four photos per child; cannot be combined.

Initial Adjustment, Adjustment and Bonding
· Initial Adjustment (6-month report only)  
· Describe family’s feelings about the adoption registration process and meeting child in Hong Kong
· Discuss initial transition in Hong Kong regarding bonding, attachment, and grief
· Discuss child’s transition and adjustment since arriving home
· Detail adoptee’s relationship with each adoptive family member
· Discuss agency’s role in supporting family during first month home.

· Attachment and Bonding, All reports
· Recap Initial Adjustment section from first report and describe progress since previous report
· Detail adoptee’s relationship with each adoptive family member. Provide more detail if the adoptee is over three at time of report. Also include information about relationships with extended family members such as grandparents, cousins, aunts, etc.

Developmental Assessment, All Reports
· Current health and physical status
· Current height, weight, head circumference compared with information received prior or close to placement 
· Cognitive development such as fine and gross motor skills and overall developmental progress
· Language acquisition and ability 
· Character development including personality, behavior, and social skills 
· Describe child’s initial condition including all special needs known at time of match
· Progress made since last report regarding each special need and condition listed 
· Treatments, interventions, and past or planned appointments related to child’s special needs
· Immunization status and any new medical diagnoses or changes in health and treatments
· Education:  Methods at home and or information about school, grade level, academic progress
· Routine:  Diet, playtime, extracurricular activities (sports, hobbies, etc.) and sleep schedule.

Significant Changes in Family Structure and Dynamics, All Reports
· Major changes in the adoptive family including marital status, children in the home, economic status, employment, residence, serious health problems, etc.
· Impressions of the adoption by the adoptive parents, other adults in the home, and other relatives. Note family support and approval of adoption.
· Community Integration: Adoptee and family participation in local activities. Note support and approval of adoption by neighbors and integration with community members.

Recommendation and Social Worker’s Conclusion 
· Social worker’s general evaluation: recommendation of the adoptive family. Include the phrase “placement should continue” if appropriate and general evaluation regarding whether the adoption is successful
· List any referral services recommended to family to address any concerns since placement
· Other content which the social worker believes should be included 
· Please ask the family if they have an objection to the Hong Kong Social Department using their photos for publicity and include this at the end of your report.
